Methodist Hospital Honored for Organ Donation Efforts

The U.S. Department of Health and Human Services (HHS) has presented their Medal of Honor to Methodist Hospital, for their success in increasing organ donation rates at their facility. Hospital leaders, together with their partners in the 58 federally-designated organ procurement organizations, received the Department’s Medal of Honor for Organ Donation for achieving and sustaining a donation rate of 75 percent or more of eligible donors. They were recognized during the Fourth National Learning Congress on Organ Donation and Transplantation in Nashville, Tennessee. Two other Central Indiana hospitals were also recognized.

The National Learning Congress is one program component of a national initiative to create best practices in organ donation and transplantation science including family care and communication, clinical support for organ donors and transplant process management.
