The hospital’s two gift shops announced the Gift Shop Give Back program in October. Employees submitted gift requests for patient care, employee training, necessary equipment or activities that support the hospital’s mission. Owned and operated by Methodist Health Foundation, the gift shops return revenue surpluses from sales to the hospital through a variety of programs and services. Awards ranging from $175 to $500, will be awarded to 11 units and departments including: pediatrics, neonatal ICU, and maternity departments; women’s health, health promotions, and rehabilitation services. Representatives from each department receiving an award will be present at the press conference.
