Clarian neurosurgeon appears on  CBS’ The Doctors

On Monday, Dec. 14, a Clarian Health neurosurgeon and patient was featured on CBS’ The Doctors—a medically-themed talk show that highlights breakthrough medical procedures and addresses common questions that many are too embarrassed to ask. 

The episode aired on WISH-TV 8 at 4 p.m. This particular episode told the story of the Clarian Neuroscience team at Methodist Hospital and their successful attempt to perform a risky, yet life-saving surgical procedure—known as a “hemispherotomy”—on a 15-month-old child from Bosnia who was brought to Methodist Hospital with a devastating neurological condition that caused him to suffer more than 100 seizures a day. 

Clarian neurosurgeon Dr. Aaron Cohen-Gadol explained how the hemispherotomy procedure works - where neurosurgeons disconnect the two hemispheres of the brain so that one hemisphere begins to assume control for both sides of the body - and discussed how Anes’ life will be better now that he is seizure-free.
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
