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Fulfilling its Mission by Supporting Methodist Hospital

Methodist Hospital Task Core is celebrating its silver anniversary and 25 years of providing designated funds to Methodist programs and services. These programs enhance patient care, educate hospital employees and facilitate community health outreach. 

The primary fund raising event is Task Core’s annual Indianapolis Art & Antiques Show, held the second weekend in March, at the Indiana State Fairgrounds (www.indyartandantiques.com).

In its history, Task Core has distributed more than $2 million dollars, making a significant difference to citizens of central Indiana, and each individual grant tells the story of Task Core’s contribution to the community’s health and well-being. 
2009 Distributions 

In 2009, Task Core’s Designated Funds Committee recommended funding to five programs to the membership and all were approved unanimously. 
Clarian Employee Assistance Program: Offering free, confidential counseling for personal and work-related issues. EAP also include management consultation and coaching on such issues as substance abuse, psychiatric impairment, critical incidents, domestic violence, employee conflict, and crisis intervention. 

FACT (Facing Adult Challenges Together): Interactive education and prevention program that focuses on at-risk behaviors of youth regarding poor decision making, alcohol and drug use. Youth ages 12-17 and their parents attend this program together to learn about the possible consequences of alcohol and drugs use.

Tech Teen Clinic: Delivering school-based primary and preventative health services to students at IPS Arsenal Technical High School and its feeder schools.

Volunteers in Medicine: Seeks the volunteer services of health care professionals to staff Indianapolis-area clinics that serve the uninsured and underserved populations.
Gennesaret Free Clinic: Providing medical, dental, pharmaceutical, vision and specialized women's preventive services through 12,000+ annual patient visits. Gennesaret also provides health education, health fairs and Wellness clinics for diabetes, hypertension and chronic medical problems.
Nursing Continuing Education

Task Core also makes a significant annual commitment to Nurses Continuing Education. Since 1988, they have scholarships and education dollars to hundreds of nurses, in the amount of $565,000.
Pledge to Critical Care at Methodist Hospital
In March 2008, Task Core, pledged $1 million to support the future of critical care at Methodist Hospital. The pledge will be fulfilled over several years and will be used to enhance Methodist’s critical care facilities, including a new bed tower, and to support continuing education and nursing scholarships. 

“Methodist is the leader in Critical Care in the state of Indiana and surrounding states and cares for the sickest of the sick,” says Task Core president, Cathy Siderys. “The future of Methodist is to be the preeminent provider of critical care and that requires state of the art facilities to attract leading physicians and nurses to provide complex care.” 
Through fellowships, Methodist will be able to attract, train and retain the best of the best for highly skilled critical care nurse specialist positions and physician fellowships in clinical specialties such as critical care, neurosurgery, cardiovascular surgery, diabetes and endocrinology to attract and retain. 

Enhanced critical care facilities are necessary to provide the technology and meet the needs of patients and families; while larger, private rooms are essential to accommodate high-tech equipment and deliver family-centered care. The bed tower project is projected to open 2012-2015.
